Thank you for praying for us as we traveled to America. We were there for five weeks. It was a 
blessing to be at our son’s college graduation and to visit with our other kids and family there. It was 
also a blessing to visit many supporting churches! We got back to Thailand safely in May and jumped 
right back into the work here!

On May 19th, one teenager got baptized. She had wanted to get baptized on Easter, but her 
grandmother was really opposed to it, so she waited. And when she finally got permission, she 
wanted to get baptized the first week we were back. Shortly after that, a 75 year old man that has 
been coming to church got saved too! We are looking forward to another baptism soon!

In April, we showed the movie "Overcomer" to a principal of one of the schools where we teach. It 
does a good job presenting how to be saved, so we were using it to witness to her. Even though she 
isn’t a Christian, she loved the movie and asked us to show it to her whole school. We showed it in 
May to the students.

One of the schools where Kristi teaches didn’t have her return this semester. But God opened the 
door for her to teach seniors at the high school where Richard teaches.

Also, our English classes at the church have had lots of new students. Please pray that God will use 
the classes at the schools and at the church to help others come to know Him.

We had 
one girl go away to a college a couple of hours away. We are so thankful that she got saved shortly 
before leaving for college and has already started going to a Baptist church there.
